It is really an elaborate facade behind
which the ladies of the court used to watch the daily goings on in the street below.L ater in the afternoon
proceed for Leopard Safari into the Jhalana National Park. It is home to 15 — 16 leopards out of which 7
leopards have their territory in tourism area of park. Situated right in the heart of Jaipur city closer to airport,
Jhalana slowly is becoming a favourite destination to spot leopards in wild. This otherwise shy cat is the apex
predator here and does not have much competition for survival which makes them bold and confident and
therefore better sightings. In the evening experience atraditional Aarti, the Hindu ritual of offering prayers
by fire at Birla Temple, Jaipur and take blessings from God for a happy life! Later in the evening proceed to
Heritage hotel Samode Haveli for dinner with traditional dance & puppet show. Return to hotel for overnight

stay.
